It may be prudent to get a few classes of students to perform this, or a
variation of this activity, in order to get more feedback regarding how
enjoyable it is, and whether or not they think it aids their learning of
English, or at least, their attitude towards learning English (given that
it is quite a fun game)

¢oE ik Long-term Suggestions

If it is a must for students to attend activities, enforce each class to
attend at least one event each term, but during their class hour. This
can be given to them by their teacher. From the feedback from the
game show, some students (clearly the less lazy ones) like the treasure
hunt activity, but many more like the written activities, such as
crosswords, lian lian kan, anagrams, etc. These are easy to produce,
and can be done so for different levels of ability, so that it would not
be an obstacle for each class to participate in one of these activities.
Regarding crosswords, for a class like dian ji, which is a pain in the
arse, an easy crossword, and/or a crossword related to computer
terminology could be created. If every student takes part in an activity
like this as part of their class, the following term we could have a
series of competitions, along similar lines, and of varying difficulty,
and all the students would know what the competitions would be like,
having taken part in something similar in advance.

In addition, if students are willingly going to participate in any
activities, then extra conversation opportunities may be worthwhile,
especially as there are a number of students who would probably like
talking to me, and/or they may not be able to attend during the
allotted coffee shop times.

Keep encouraging students to come. It sometimes takes students
one or two classes to adjust to the challenges of classes conducted
entirely in English, but once students come a few times, they
improve their confidence and find the coffee shop to be fun and
interesting.

Students that are able to perform well on standardized tests are not
always able to use spoken English fluently, so the Coffee Shop
Program is an important opportunity to improve fluency outside
of their normal English classes. The purpose of the Coffee Shop is
to boost students’ confidence and ability to speak and listen to
English, but these improvements in spoken English do not
necessarily translate to high performance in grammar and testing.
Once students fall behind in the basic mechanics of English, it
often becomes difficult for them to keep up with class. | believe a
grammar program based around the small classroom environment
and fun approach of our conversation Coffee Shop could be a
great help to many of the students at CUST that directly impacts
their academic performance on standardized tests and in their
English classrooms.
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
