and more willing to speak. Overall satisfaction with the Coffee
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Shop is outstanding, with the program continuing to receive an
average score of 93% in this area.

2. Student attitude towards the Coffee Shop program is good, with
91% of all students feeling that the program was fun and
educational, 87% feeling that the CS program improved their
confidence in speaking English, and another 87% providing
positive feedback about willingness to return or recommend CS
to friends.

3. Improvement of student English and oral abilities are the top
goals of the program, but students are also very satisfied with
the level of challenge of the program, providing a 94% positive
feedback in this area, and scoring teacher enthusiasm and
preparation at 93%.

The addition of skilled English to Chinese translators has been a
tremendous success.

An open-house meeting or welcome letter for the
CS teacher to share his/her plans for the program with fellow
English teachers may also be good to build solidarity and resource
sharing for the team.

Keep encouraging students to come. It sometimes takes students
one or two classes to adjust to the challenges of classes conducted
entirely in English, but once students come a few times, they
improve their confidence and find the coffee shop to be fun and
interesting.
